4 Crop Circles

Some people think crop circles have been caused
by aliens but there are really no reliable theories on
how they appeared.

They were first noticed in fields in southem
England in the 1970s, but then spread over the
world. People reported that they had seen balls
of light and heard high-pitched noises over the
fields. Various ‘scientific’ explanations appeared
i diately. Some h bl d tornados,
while others blamed ‘directed plasma’ and

geomagnetic currents running through the Earth.

The discussion was hot and unresolved when a
pair of frauds confessed showing a special press
they used to make the circles.
