Reading aloud makes you notice the words on the page far more than when
you read them in your head. Reading in front of other people can give you
confidence and improve your memory. Reading aloud is great practice for
public speaking. When you read your own writing aloud it allows you to
notice your mistakes — a missing comma, a boring passage or a word in the
wrong place. That is why reading aloud is very useful.

Japanese haikus are traditional poems that consist of only three lines. The
first line has five syllables, the second has seven and the third consists of
five again. They are written in the present tense and the words do not
rhyme. The art of haiku writing is to paint a picture or to present an idea by
saying very little. It is a simple but powerful way of summing up a moment
of experience.

The Princess Diaries by the American author Meg Cabot is about the life of
a 14-year-old girl. Mia lives in Manhattan with her mother and goes to an
ordinary school. All of a sudden she finds her life turned upside down when
news arrives that she is heir to the throne of Genovia. Princess Mia has to
learn a number of lessons before she feels more comfortable in her new
social status.

Have you ever heard the idiom crocodile tears? An old fable tells us that
crocodiles cry bitterly after eating a victim — an innocent animal they have
caught. Their tears are supposed to show how sorry they feel for the poor
beast. So the words crocodile tears have come to mean “fake sorrow or
sadness”. In fact, quite a number of idioms we use come from literary
sources — stories, fables or poems.
